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CONSISTORY ANNUAL REPORT – 2009 

 
 
The 2009 year was a productive year for the Consistory of St. Paul’s United Church of Christ.  During 2009, 
Consistory held eleven regularly scheduled monthly meetings to conduct the business and ministry of our 
church (we skipped one meeting over the summer).  Boards include Elders, Deacons, and Trustees met and 
reported during Consistory.  Consistory members are to be commended for the many volunteered hours 
expended serving the church and doing God’s work.  Consistory would like to thank Matt Kilareski for his 3 
years of service to the Trustees.  
 
In addition to the Consistory Boards, committee work addressed specific initiatives as determined by 
Consistory.  Committees include Fundraising, Growth, Financial Planning, Endowment Committee, Pastoral 
Relations Committee, Music, Christian Education, Homeless Shelter, Historical, Visitation, Scholarship, Day 
Timers, Memorial, Nominating, Men’s Breakfast, and others.   
 
The ministerial health of the congregation was excellent in 2009.  The congregation continues to grow with 
several new families welcomed into our church family.  The Sunday school program is as strong as it has 
been in years.  Lenten and Easter activities included Ash Wednesday, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, 
Easter Sunrise services as well as an Easter breakfast by the men of St. Paul’s.  In the fall we celebrated 
Harvest Home Sunday.  The Advent and Christmas activities included Hanging of the Greens, the Christmas 
Pageant, and the Advent Workshop.  Again, Vacation Bible School was a huge success. 
 
The financial status of St. Paul’s UCC is sound at the end of 2009.  While we had a significant deficit at the 
end of the year, this was to be expected given the economy in general.  Our general checking account was in 
good shape at end of 2009 after infusion of investment funds that we are fortunate to have.  Mission giving 
increased again this year with giving to a blend of both local and national/international missions.  The 2010 
Budget was also drafted by consistory and approved by the congregation. 
 
St. Paul’s is blessed to have a congregation willing to volunteer their time, talents, and treasures in the 
operation of the church.  Thank you to all who have served St. Paul’s in 2009.  St. Paul’s has also been 
blessed with the talents, spiritual leadership, and dedication of our pastor in 2009.

First let me express my gratitude for the abiding faithfulness and wholeheartedness that you 
bring to our mutual ministry. Even as I minister to you I am blessed by you. Even as I teach the 
gospel to you I learn so much from you. Even as I pray for you I am sustained by your thoughts 
and encouragement. In times of error, I have relied on your forgiveness. In times of success, I 
have benefited from your partnership. And often, more often than I can number, I have 
experienced God’s grace by knowing you. So now, at the end of our first five years together, I 
want to give thanks for calling me to be your pastor and for continuing to entrust me with the 
honor of walking beside you in faith. 
 
Here’s a glance at my 2009: 
 
Worship 
•  Baptisms: I presided at the baptism of Abraham Lamin Sesay, Ava Rose Propsner, 
Robert Thomas Propsner, Camron Christopher Brierley McCardell, Ella Kathleen 
Gerhart, and Caroline Grace Gerhart. 
 
•  Weddings: I presided at the wedding of Robert Norwood and Margaret Engle, and also at 
the wedding of Kevin Clark and Ruth Anne Donovan. 
 
•  Funerals: I presided at the funerals of John Gottier, Bud Peterman, Horace Wilson, 
Linda Will, and Helen Peterman. 
 
•  Special Sundays: On Sunday, May 3, we celebrated Missionary Sunday and hosted 
Martha Mensendiek, one of our Global Ministries missionaries from Japan. 
 
•  Lionville-Exton Ministerium: On Sunday, November 22, we hosted the Lionville-Exton 
Ministerium Thanksgiving service, for which I wrote the liturgy. And throughout the 
year I participated in the numerous ecumenical worship services of the ministerium. 
 
 
Christian Education and Formation 
 
•  Continuing from the end of 2008, I led a confirmation class during the first few months 
of the year. I designed my own lesson plans, departing from the traditional curriculum so 
that we spent most of our class time doing Bible study and talking about how the 
scriptures relate to our daily lives. On Pentecost Sunday I was proud to preside at the 
confirmation of Caisa Baumann, Johanna Baumann, and David Harrison. 
 
•  On March 14 I helped to plan and lead an all-church retreat on the theme of “Spiritual 
Journeys.” 
 
•  Thanks to the hard work of many volunteers, Vacation Bible School was a tremendous 
success. 2009 was our biggest VBS year since we renewed this ministry four years ago. 
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Once again I was blessed to work with Stephanie Esposito, who helped me to lead the 
music and Bible story part of the program. 
 
•  During the month of October I led a Bible study series on the theme of “Outsiders in the 
Bible.” The series was based on Frank Anthony Spina’s excellent The Faith of the 
Outsider: Exclusion and Inclusion in the Biblical Story (Grand Rapids: Eerdmans, 2005). 
 
•  With the gracious help of many talented writers, I once again published daily devotionals 
for the seasons of Advent and Lent. 
 
Pastoral Care 
There are many laypersons at St. Paul’s who offer spiritual care to members of the congregation 
by sharing the gift of their prayers and presence. I’m especially grateful for the work of Marg 
Perina, Millie Lafreeda, and Nancy Wilson, who often make visits to members. I am always 
glad to spend time with those who are homebound or hospitalized, and with anyone who has 
need of a sympathetic ear. Please don’t hesitate to call on me if you feel the need to talk or 
would like me to visit you. 
 
Communications 
•  In the fall of 2009 I migrated my weblog, “The Alternative Script,” to a new host. The 
address is now jonathanhauze.wordpress.com . I reached a milestone this year, 
exceeding 100 posts since the start of the blog in 2007. I had a total of 30 posts in 2009. 
 
•  I continue to maintain the church’s page on Facebook, the social networking site. The 
church now has 22 fans on Facebook. 
 
Administration 
•  In December I completed a revision of our church’s Safe Church Policy. 
 
Wider Church 
•  In May I was honored to give a prayer at the dedication of our completed Habitat for 
Humanity home in West Chester. This project was significant not only because it was a 
new ministry of social justice, but also because it gave rise to a new relationship with 
ecumenical partners in our area. I am particularly grateful for the work of Matthew 
Kilareski, who faithfully served as our representative on the Habitat Coalition 
Committee, and who also coordinated our volunteer effort. Thank you, Matt! 
 
•  In June I served as a delegate to the General Synod of the United Church of Christ in 
Grand Rapids, Michigan. 
 
•  I continue to serve on the Ursinus Association Committee on the Ministry. As part of 
this work, I have been honored to mentor one of our Students-In-Care (a person preparing 
for ordination), John Grebe of Wentz’s United Church of Christ in Worcester, PA. 
 
•  I continue to be an active participant of the Lionville-Exton Ministerium. This year, after 
three years as the ministerium treasurer, I was glad to pass the mantle on to the Parish 
Administrator at St. Paul’s Lutheran Church. 
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Continuing Education 
 
•  During the first few months of the year I attended the Enlivening Worship and Music for 
the Small Church program at Lancaster Theological Seminary, accompanied by George 
Haughton and Stephanie Esposito. 
 
•  This was the final year of my Wholeness in Ministry program, a three-year peer support 
program for new ministers. 
 
•  Throughout the year I participated in a lectionary study group with colleagues in the 
Pennsylvania Southeast Conference. 
 
•  In May I attended the clergy convocation of the conference. The keynote speaker, Lynice 
Pinkard, focused on the prophetic role of the pastor and the intersection of social justice 
and community revitalization. 
 
•  In September I renewed my boundary training at a workshop hosted by New 
Goshenhoppen United Church of Christ. 
 
•  In November I attended the Pennsylvania State Pastor’s Conference. The keynote 
speaker, Gilbert Rendle, focused on church leadership in a time of cultural change. 
 
It is hard for me to believe that five years have passed so quickly. May God bless our next five 
years, and may we continue to walk with hope and courage as we live out Christ’s call to be 
servants of one another. May our community be a blessing to the world.

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                                                 ELDER’S ANNUAL REPORT FOR 2009 

 

 The 2009 Board of Elders consisted of Greg Allen, Chris Baumann, Barbara Coover, Theresa Heinze, 
Kendra Schramm and Barb Schneller. The Elders held eleven monthly meetings during 2009.  We worked 
closely with the Pastor in providing guidance for the spiritual life of the congregation.  We assisted with the 
sacraments of Communion and Baptism and with admission of new members, the church retreat on the 
subject of Faith Journeys in March, and other events in the life of the church.  

 Early in 2009 the Elders reviewed and updated the membership rolls of the church and clarified our 
Church policy regarding the criteria of membership. In addition the Elders recommended updating the pew 
Bibles to the New Standard Revised Version. Consistory approved this recommendation and the 
congregation eagerly participated in reimbursing the treasury for the Bibles to have “In Honor/Memory” 
nameplates placed into the Bibles. The Elders also recommended to Consistory that a committee or taskforce 
be formed to create guidelines for the hiring, supervision, and termination of employees of the Church. This 
recommendation has not yet been acted upon. The Elders also discussed forming a Visioning Committee for 
the Church which will be carried forward to 2010. The Elders also supported the Pastor in recommending 
revisions to the Safe Church Policy, which were adopted by Consistory. 

 The efforts of many members of the congregation led to a very successful year of Christian Education 
for children and adults, and for Vacation Bible School. Thanks go out especially to Mrs. Lisa Allen for her 
leadership of the Christian Education Committee. Because of the outstanding leadership of Lisa and the 
Christian Education Committee, the Elders recommended that the previously unfilled position of Christian 
Education Coordinator be eliminated, which Consistory approved.  

 In addition, this year the Youth Group participated in a mission trip to Old First Reformed Church in 
Philadelphia where they served the homeless population by providing dinner and assisting with distribution 
of food and clothing. Many thanks go to Liza Hauze, Cynthia Harrison, and Barb Schneller for chaperoning 
the Youth on this trip. The Elders are currently working with the Pastor and the Mission Committee to plan a 
mission trip for the summer of 2010 which will be open to all church members.

Additionally several 
boys chose to participate as part of the church’s contingent in the Crop Walk. 

The boys started January with a camping weekend at Camp Jarvis and celebrated their first troop Court of Honor 
for the year.   They also participated in the Webelos Woods event, teaching the Webelos fire building skills.  
August found the boys at troop summer camp at Camp Ockanickon in Bucks County.  They had a great time 
earning merit badges and also a troop activity where they went tubing down the Schuylkill.  In November the boys 
took a weekend camping trip to Camp Ockanickon and worked on their Space Exploration merit badges.  In 
December the boys did a repeat of their very successful 24 hour gaming session, unfortunately it had to be cut short 
as a major snowstorm moved in.   

Fundraising:   In April the boys conducted a very successful Easter flower sale on the church parking lot.    We 
also participated in the Council Popcorn sale and wrapped gifts at Barnes and Noble for several days during 
December. 

Merit Badges and Ranks: The boys earned lots of merit badges at summer camp.  Michael Scripko earned his 
Eagle Rank.  We had two new boys join the troop. 

Troop Awards:  The troop qualified for Good Turn for America recognition.  This completes the 6 year cycle for 
the Good Turn for America program.  Several of the boys earned the recognition all 6 years. 

Financials:   At the conclusion of 2009 the troop checking account totaled $6756.  Of this $869 is assigned to 
individual boys scout accounts (much of which will be used to pay for summer camp), $420 is earmarked to 
purchase camping equipment for the troop.  The troop has also been able to fund a campership fund to assist our 
boys with financial need to attend summer camp.

Mission Committee 2009 Annual Report 

                The Mission Committee was formed in 2008 with the purpose of seeking out and sharing information about 
the needs in our local and global community, and to provide opportunities for the congregation of St. Paul’s to respond 
as they feel called to do so.  Each month a short article about Global and local ministries has been included in the 
Mission Corner section of The Clear Voice Newsletter.  In addition, Mary Lee Sailer and Barb Schneller have 
participated in the U.C.C. Global Outreach Committee of the Ursinus Association.  

                It is the goal of the Mission Committee to encourage and support interests and activities of other church 
groups and individual members.  We have collaborated with the congregation in supporting, both financially and with 
our time and talents, the Church Coalition Build of a house for Chester County Habitat for Humanity. We also 
promoted a collection to help support the Coatesville fire victims in February which raised $890. In addition we 
supported the Sunday School classes in making Love Kits for the Tibetan Children’s Village during January, February 
and March.   

 During the weekend of March 27-29, the Youth Group, with the support of the congregation, participated in a 
mission trip to Old First Reformed Church in Philadelphia where they served the homeless population by providing 
dinner and assisting with the distribution of food and clothing.  

In May, we hosted a visit by Martha Mensendiek, a Global Ministries missionary from Japan.   Over the 
summer we supported VBS in its mission collection for The Heifer Project and the awesome amount of $1,085 was 
raised which supported the donation of a Heifer.  

                In the fall we had astonishing participation in the local CROP walk and raised $2,722 to fight hunger both 
locally and internationally.  At the Holiday Fair, Liza again sponsored a table with items from SERRV International 
which sells handcrafted items from around the world at a fair price.  And at Christmas time we participated in the 
Coatesville CYWA Angel Program to provide gifts for less fortunate children and youth. 

               Our support of the Fair Trade Coffee, Tea, and Chocolate program continues; please participate by purchasing 
your favorite beverage and candy between services.

Atkinson’s Men’s Shelter – 2009 Annual Report 

 

St. Paul’s has had a long association with the Atkinson’s Men’s Shelter in Coatesville - a facility that 
takes in men that often have nowhere else to go, helps them with job training and with implementing 
new habits that will help them become self sufficient.  The people of St. Paul’s have been serving 
dinner at Atkinson’s for twenty years or more.    

We serve the 6:30 dinner on the first and second Monday of each month to between 15 and 25 
hungry and grateful men.  We provide some friendly conversation and a nice homemade meal to the 
men who are often not eating properly - making sure that dinner is nourishing, satisfying, and filled 
with care.  

We are always looking for more people to help in this ministry.  The time commitment is just a few 
hours every few months.  Every volunteer is important and valued and there is a role for you, whether 
you can cook or not.  Each person is assigned to a group, paired with several other people and 
assigned a specific day to help prepare and serve dinner and newer people are always assigned to a 
group with ‘seasoned veterans’.  On your designated day you might supply salad, dessert, bread, or 
drinks, prepare part of the meal at home, and/or serve the evening meal at the shelter.   The men at 
Atkinson’s are unfailingly polite and appreciative.   The shelter is easily located a block from Lincoln 
Highway (Bus. Rt. 30) in the east end of Coatesville and there is parking right outside.  This mission 
is so rewarding that many of us have been participating for many years.  I invite you to participate, if 
only once.  Please talk to me between church services or talk to one of the people below to find out 
more.

2009 Treasurer Report 

General Budget Discussion:   

Final budget report for 2009 is shown in Table 1.  Total actual income was $174,376 income compared to a 
budget of $167,000 budget.  Total actual expenses were $185,106 expense compared to a budget of $201,640 
budget.   For the year, we ended up with a budget deficit of $10,730 deficit.  While we did better than 
projected budget deficit of $34,640, we could not remain cash solvent throughout during 2009.  Thus, several 
things were done in order to continue to meet church operating expenses.  First, $4,000 was withdrawn from 
investments.  Second, $5,000 was withdrawn from investments and used to set up a separate fundraising 
account for Giant card program.  Third, only $3,267 of the budgeted endowment income of $7,500 was used 
for special projects with the remaining funds going towards general operating expenses. 

Income Discussion:  The $174,376 total income is made up of general offering receipts ($130,432 vs 
$140,373 in 2008), mission offering receipts ($7,180 vs $6,325 in 2008), fundraising activity ($6,894 vs 
$6,223 in 2008), miscellaneous income ($5,142 vs $6,443 in 2008) and investment income ($24,729 vs 
$30,395 in 2008).   

Total offering income was significantly lower than 2008 ($9,941 lower), a trend that hopefully will not be 
repeated in 2010.  Mission offering income breakdown is as follows:  One Great Hour of Sharing ($1038), 
Strengthen The Church ($928), Church Change ($310), Habitat for Humanity ($1130 w/ $1000 from 
endowment), Neighbors in Need ($790), Christmas Fund ($696), Wyncote Home Thanksgiving ($295), All 
Saints ($35), Bethany House Christmas Eve ($621), Emergency Relief Coatesville Fire ($890 w/ 50% from 
endowment), Heifer VBS Project ($1085). 

Fundraising income mostly came from Giant card program ($2,216), Holiday Fair ($3,374), and Easter 
Candy ($1192) along with Acme receipts ($70) and Wawa Hoagie Coupons ($42).  Miscellaneous income 
($5,142) comes from use of church and various donations made for special designations. 

Investment income came from budgeted endowment program ($15,000 vs $20,000 in 2008), quarterly 
dividend disbursements from Vanguard Wellesley Income Admiral fund ($2,953), quarterly dividend 
disbursements from United Church Foundation Moderate Balanced fund ($948), and the annual distribution 
from the Harry C. Woodward trust ($5,828).  Overall, investment income was as expected with only 
difference from 2008 being the decrease of $5,000 for budgeted endowment income. 

Expense Discussion:  Overall, expenses were controlled as best they could.  The Mission and outreach 
expenses show an over budget, but this category is expensed by what comes in (see mission/outreach 
income).  There is slightly more expenses than income as some of the expenses came from endowment 
program mission/outreach that is not recorded under mission income.  Also, some of the mission income that 
came in at end of 2008 was expensed in 2009.  Ministry of the Church was slightly under budget.  The 
Ministry Word was under budget by $4,377 mainly due to lower car allowance expenses for pastor.  The 
Staff compensation was $7,530 under budget due to not hiring a CE coordinator and payroll expenses were 
much lower than anticipated.  Church building expenses were well under control with exception of repair for 
HVAC and higher cost of service contract.  Grounds had higher costs than budgeted for snow removal and 
mowing.  Church office expenses were under control with exception of higher internet/telephone costs.   
Finally, there was a large surplus ($4,232) in special projects (endowment funded) due to need to conserve 
funds to cover deficit.  



  

Payroll Outsourcing:  Payroll was outsourced to Paychex, Inc. starting in 2009.  Paychex not only takes 
care of issuing payroll but they also pay all government taxes, file tax documents, and issue W2s.  The cost 
for this service was $970, well under the original budget of $3,000.   

 
Exchange Items:   
 
Exchange transactions are transactions that are carried out off budget usually when there is a receipt that will 
be balance with an expense.  These are also used to track non-budgeted funds that came into general 
checking account for specific designations.  An exchange report is shown in Table 2 that shows balance of 
income and expenses under each category for 2009.  Exchange balance carried over from previous years that 
are being tracked are Bessie Roger’s Estate ($4,105), Women’s Fellowship ($105), and Youth Group ($166).  
Some of the balances shown in this report are due to outstanding inventory of certain items the church 
purchases for sale, including Giant gift cards (-$1401.25), Fair Trade Sales (-$409.05), and Wawa coupons 
(+$207.50).  Some items were intended for a balance of income versus expenses but income did not fully 
support this balance, such as Flowers (-$232.75) and Bible purchases (-$74.40).  Other items were left over 
exchanges form 2009 that were paid early in 2010 such as 4Q09 local (-$164.69) and state taxes (-$235.74) 
and FSA (-$150) and cemetery fund (mowing expense -$171).  

 

Overall Net Worth:    

A net worth report (Table 3) as of December 31, 2009 shows account and investment most recent balances 
not including cemetery and Boy Scout funds.   

Total Cash accounts (general checking, Woodward children’s fund, memorial fund, Fundraising account, 
choir account) was a total of $27,016.  Total Investments were $614,343 compared to $557,696 ending last 
year.  Investments also included withdrawals in 2009 for endowment budgeted programs ($15,000), parking 
lot paving project ($37,218), deficit coverage ($4,000) and establishment of fundraising account ($5,000).   

The investment funds are made up of Endowment funds, other long term investment funds, Memorial CD 
funds, and Bessie P. Rogers/Harry C. Woodward Scholarship Fund.   

Endowment Accounts total: $419,666 compared to $385,864 last year.  These funds include Vanguard Index 
500 Fund, Vanguard Investment Grade Intermediate Bond Fund, Vanguard Windsor II Fund, Vanguard 
Prime Money Market Fund, United Church Foundation International Equity Fund.  The endowments fund 
investments total increased by $33,802 in 2009.  This includes an addition to the endowment funds through a 
bequest of $15,000 from the estate of Alice Uchno.  This does not include withdrawals of $57,219 for 
parking lot paving ($37,219), endowment budgeted programs ($15,000), and $5,000 taken from money 
market for pastor 2010 bonus to be paid in January 2010 payroll.  This brings total endowment proceeds to 
$91,021 in 2009.  

Other Investments total: $180,387 compared to $171,832 last year.  These funds include Wellesley Income 
Admiral fund, United Church Foundation Moderate Balanced fund, and Woodward H.C.W. Trust.  This 
includes withdrawals of $9,000 from the Wellesley Fund for deficit and fundraising account which brings 
total proceeds to $17,555.   This is a combined total of endowment and general investments funds of 



  

$708,629 for 2009.  The total investment income was $108,576 minus expenses of $66,219 for a net increase 
of $42,357. 

Memorial Accounts total:  Investment CDs at $5,551 plus cash accounts $5,132 for total funds of $10,683 
total funds compared to $11,449 last year.  Memorial purchases ($2,668) were made in 2009 that caused an 
overall decrease in funds.  Bessie P. Rogers/Harry C. Woodward Scholarship Funds total $8,699 compared 
to $6,951 last year which includes $1,000 donation from Bessie Rogers Estate Exchange and withdrawal of 
$500 towards scholarships dispensed in 2009.  

Other assets (Buildings, furniture, and fixtures) were increased in value by 4% as adjusted with our 
insurance carrier. 

 

2010 Budget:   

The final 2010 budget as approved in November Congregational meeting along with 2009 actual expenses 
and budget are show in Table 4.   The 2010 budget projects $195,082 for total expenses, $180,000 for total 
income, giving a projected deficit of $15,082.  This can be compared to 2009 actual balances of $185,107 
expenses, $174,376 income for a final deficit of $10,730.  It is hoped that income can be further increased 
through an increase in offering income and expenses can be minimized in 2010 with a goal to eliminate the 
budgeted deficit.  Another way to decrease 2010 deficit is for greater participation in fundraising activities 
such as Giant gift card program, Easter candy and Holiday Fair.

� UNDRAISING COMMITTEE REPORT - 2009 

 
Our fundraising activities this year have been fantastic!  THANK YOU  to all who helped out in so many 
ways and to those who also participated in the events!  Here is how we raised $8,082 for St. Paul’s 
general funds in 2009:  Easter Candy Sales- $2,451; Giant Gift Cards- $2,216; Holiday Fair- $3,373; 
WAWA hoagie coupons- $42; and additional money from the Acme register receipts.  Below is a 
reminder of all the activities that we have going on weekly for you to participate in: 
 
Giant Gift Card Program - Giant gift cards are sold each Sunday in between services.  The card 
denominations are $25, $50 and $100.  St. Paul’s receives 5% of all purchases at the store.  All you have 
to do is buy the card in advance, and use it as you would cash or a charge or debit card.  The entire 
amount does not have to be used at one time.  Deductions are made by machine and your receipt gives 
the card balance.  The cards are good for use in the following stores: Stop and Shop, Bi-Lo, Super G, 
Giant, Tops and Martins Food Stores.   
 
If you plan on shopping at local merchants you can buy a Giant gift card for that store (Home Depot, 
Kohl’s, Macy’s, Toys R Us, or area restaurants – Chili’s, On the Border, Carrabas… and many other 
local merchants).  Then use the gift card to make your purchases.  The church then receives the same 5% 
from the Giant card.  You just need to plan ahead if you need to purchase gifts for yourself or others.  
Ask about this opportunity if you have questions.   

 
ACME Receipts-  If you shop any ACME store, bring us in all your receipts.  St. Paul’s receives 1% of 
all the receipt purchases.   

 
Easter Candy Sale- Our second largest fundraiser…Each year we make homemade peanut butter and 
coconut Easter eggs as well as chocolate covered pretzels and chocolate dipped peeps and sell to church 
members.  Our candy eggs have been sought after each year.   
 
Holiday Fair - Our largest fundraising event with record turnout each year.  This festive event is always 
held on the Saturday before Thanksgiving.  Homemade crafts, baked goods, local vendors, fantastic 
silent auction items, bargains in the white elephant room, creative children’s crafts and of course our 
own Santa workshop have been the ongoing themes that make this a great event every year.   
 
The committee is small and meets as needed to plan the seasonal events.  We welcome any new ideas 
and appreciate your support and help throughout the year.  Please consider attending a meeting to 
join in on the activities or ask how you can get involved.  We could always use more people to help out 
for the activities.

ABRAHAM FETTERS-WHITE SCHOOL  2009 ANNUAL REPORT  
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We have been working diligently to continue the ongoing restoration project.  We have been able to 
complete the installation of the HVAC hard ductwork and run the ducts below the ceiling joists, which allow 
heat and air conditioning in the building.  We have also been able to have areas of the walls plastered and 
patched.  To date approximately 85% of the restoration has been completed.   

We have met with the architect and contractor and received cost estimates for the remainder of the interior 
work.  This includes construction of walls, completing electrical work with lighting, constructing two 
restrooms, a small kitchen area and a large and small closet.  In addition, we will need drywall installation, 
wood trim work, painting, emergency interior and exterior lighting and door hardware.   

Unfortunately, with the recent economic downturn, our grant application program failed to yield additional 
funds.  Some foundations have ceased operation and very few fund “brick and mortar” projects. 

We are currently exploring options for the upcoming year involving smaller projects, including one 
restroom, toward completing a portion of the above interior work.  The plan is to identify projects that would 
provide for volunteer opportunities as well as donations of needed materials.  This would allow us to apply 
for use without the entire project’s completion while awaiting completion of the remaining work.  
Completion of the final projects will enhance the potential of the building, making it more marketable for 
community groups’ use.    

In addition, we have met with consultants who will help us with marketing, fundraising and the support 
needed to complete the remainder of the project.  We have also had ongoing communication with St. Paul’s 
leaders apprising them of our project status.   

With your continued support and involvement in the restoration we will be able to move the project closer to 
completion.  Finally, St. Paul’s will gain the much needed space for Sunday school, meetings and we will be 
able to open our historic, valued building to the community.
